The Organizing Authority (OA) is the United States Coast Guard Academy.

ELIGIBILITY

Competing schools must be members of ISSA and meet ISSA eligibility rules as prescribed in the Procedural Rules,
Part Il 1, and 5.2.

Teams must be accompanied by a designated adult team leader, who may be an advisor, coach or parent
recognized by the school.

All participants must complete a USCGA Release of Liability Waiver signed by a legal parent or guardian.
Connecticut State Schools will get first preference and remaining slots will be filled accordingly.
