1.2. In	accordance	with	RRS	70.5(a),	decisions	of	the	protest	committee	are	final.	US	SAILING's	permission	has	
been	granted.


2. NOTICE	TO	COMPETITORS:	

2.1. Official	notices	will	be	posted	on	the	official	notice	board	located	on	Tech	Score.	

2.2. Changes	 to	 the	 sailing	 instructions	 shall	 be	 approved	 by	 the	 protest	 committee	 and	 the	 ISSA	

Representative	and	posted	no	 later	than	one	half	hour	prior	to	the	first	warning	signal	on	the	day	 it	will	
take	effect.


3. CODE	OF	CONDUCT:	 [DP]	 Competitors	 and	 support	 persons	 shall	 comply	with	 reasonable	 request	 from	
race	officials


4. SCHEDULE:

4.1. Report	times	each	day	are	listed	in	the	NOR.	

4.2. The	number	of	races	each	day	will	be	at	the	discretion	of	the	regatta	chair.	

4.3. Rotation	schedules	and	boat	assignments	will	be	posted	on	Tech	Score	after	the	skipper’s	meeting.
